Children’s Song
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PAANTU

Paantu is a traditional festival held on the
island of Miyako to drive away evil spirits. In
the ninth month of the lunar calendar
(October), Paantu, a visiting god wearing a
mask, goes around the village to drive away
evil spirits. Paantu is made up of three visiting
deities: Uya (the parent), Naka (the middle)
and Huffa (the child). He appears in the
evening, wearing a mask, covered with a vine
called Kyaan and covered with mud from the
bottom of a well called Nmariga. He goes
around smearing mud on people and houses,
regardless of who they are, to drive away evil
spirits and ensure good health. You are
guaranteed good luck and good fortune after

drinking this cocktail.

Note: Don't get angry if you are smeared with

mud!

Awamori (Shimajiri Paantu),

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Shisa GawGaw held on “Fifteen Nights”
(August 15 on the lunar calendar). This
festival is similar to Halloween on Miyako
Island. Children walk around the island
wearing handmade Shisa masks.

Children dance to drive away evil spirits and
receive money and sweets. Shisa is a
legendary beast seen in Okinawa. It is meant
to ward off evil. When placing the shisa, the
male shisa is on the right side and the female
shisa is on the left side, as seen from the
front. It is said that the male is to drive away
evil spirits and bring in good fortune, while
the female is to keep the good fortune from
escaping. The garnish includes money

chocolates to be given to the children.

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Miyako jofu is one of the three major jofu fabrics in
Japan and is made on Miyako Island. It is made of
hemp fabric woven with threads made from thread
(Choma) and dyed with Ryukyu indigo.

Urizunbu means Urizun (late spring to early summer)
and Bu (thread) in the Miyako dialect, referring to
the highest quality thread. When making the thread,
local artisans use mimi shells to remove the outer skin
and squeeze it against the underside of the skin to
extract only the fibers. This signature cocktail,

which embodies a deep tradition and sense of place for
the island's locals, is served on a wooden tray with a

beautiful shiny mimi shell next to it, along with

seasonal Miyako ingredients from our farmer partners.

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lizu is a blueprint for folding the beautiful
patterns of Miyako-jofu. The patterns of
Miyako-jofu are made up of a collection of fine
crosses. By arranging the crosses in a fine
pattern at the intersections of the large graph
paper squares, a pattern is created like a
pointillist painting. The motifs of the patterns
include birds and animals, natural plants,
everyday utensils, and geometric patterns.
These are either good luck charms or things
that are essential to everyday life, and by
wearing these as patterns, people hoped that
they would attract good things and protect
them from bad things, as well as being
fashionable. Now then, what do the patterns

of jofu signify?

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The process of weaving the dyed thread begins.
It is a delicate and precise process, and even
skilled craftsmen can only weave about 30 cm a
day! The width is about 40 cm, so it takes a day
to make a 30 x 40 cm piece. Nowadays, only
about 20 rolls are produced a year. The
production system, which maintains the
cultivation of ramie and all processes on
Miyako Island, is maintained, and the quality
of Miyako-jofu is maintained. Please enjoy this
story in every sip. The pattern of Miyako-jofu

appears at the bottom of the glass.

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Yaamubo is a children's song of Miyako Island.
Back in the days local people used to weave the
choma under the moonlight as they had no
clectricity in some cases and had to pay their
taxes with the Jofu. During these hardships
Local people used to sing and dream about
that Fireflies will come to the house to
illuminate and shine light for them to
continue with the job. The thought of catching
them with small baskets and using them as a

light to shine.
